Butech Bliss has completed another exciting
year by achieving milestones in several of ou
product lines. This year we manufactured our
"rst two levelers that include the optional scale
removal system in the levelers main frame
structure. This system collects scale that is
removed from hot rolled material as a result
of the strip bending that occurs as the strip
passes through the leveler work rolls.

Butech Bliss has also designed it's "rst of a
kind side trimmer/chopper that is capable of
changing width on the !y. The Dynamic Width
Control (DWC) trimmer eliminates the need tg
stop the line and notch the strip to make width
change transitions.

In 2011, Butech Bliss received a patent for the
shimless chopper knife head arrangement.
With this style of chopper, it is not necessary
to shim the knife blades after grinding to
dress the knife edges. The shimless choppe
includes the same helical cutting action that
made the Butech Bliss standard scrap chop-
pers so popular.

Butech Bliss To Supply Push Pull Pickle
Line To A Customer In Mexico

Butech Bliss has partnered with Nelson Steel, an experienced wet section provider,
in order to engineer, manufacture and manage the installation of a push pull pickle
line for a customer in Mexico. The facility in Mexico is a joint venture between a US
steel processor and a Mexican steel processor.

Butech Bliss will provide all of the terminal equipment, the electrics and automa-

tion along with the overall project management. Dan Fee, the Butech Bliss project
manager, states the project is on schedule for engineering to be complete at year
end and shipment of equipment by early April 2012. Currently many pieces of the
equipment are in the fabrication and machining stages of production at Butech

Bliss’ 400,000 square foot technology center. The key components for the line will
reach the assembly !oor after the "rst of the year.

The line features the fourth Butech Bliss leveler to be installed in a push pull pickle
line. The 17 roll cassette leveler has been selected for the extended capacity range
of two different work roll sizes and the ease of latness adjustment associated with

hydraulic levelers.

Butech Bliss will provide installation supervision with the customer providing the
actual installation.

Butech Bliss Completes Installation Of Cut-To-Length
Line For Olympic Steel's Gary, Indiana Facility

Project Expected To Help Drive Accuracy and Eflciencies

For Olympic’s Services

We are excited to announce that we have completed installing Olympic Steel’s
new temper mill/cut-to-length line at their Gary, IN facility. The installation was
completed ahead of schedule and on budget. Olympic Steel plans on having the
line at full production during the "rst quarter of 2012. The 200 FPM cut-to-length
line will process high strength steel with a thickness range of .530” to .075” with
coils up to 80,000 Ibs. and up to 74" wide. According to Jock Buta, Executive
Vice President of Butech Bliss, the Salem, OH based equipment manufacturing
and engineering company was selected because of recent work conducted at
the Olympic Steel facility in Cleveland, OH. Butech Bliss designed, engineered
and manufactured the equipment for the new line at its wholly owned 400,000
s.f. technology center in Salem during the "rst quarter of 2011. Once the line is
fully operational, it will add between 150,000 and 180,000 tons of capacity to
Olympic Steel's annual capabilities.
